DAILY SCRIPTURE READING:
9/1 - 1 Timothy 3:1–2 | Whoever aspires to be an overseer desires a noble task. Now the overseer is to be above reproach,
faithful to his wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to teach.

9/2 - Ephesians 5:25 | Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself up for her.

9/3 - Psalm 112:1–2 | Blessed is the man who fears the Lord, who greatly delights in his commandments. His offspring will
be mighty in the land.

9/4 - Joshua 1:9 | Have I not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged, for
the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go.

9/5 - 1 Corinthians 16:13–14 | Be watchful, stand firm in the faith, act like men, be strong. Let all that you do be done in
love.

9/6 - Mark 10:43–45 | Whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant… For even the Son of Man did
not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.

9/7 - James 1:22 | Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says.

9/8 - Genesis 1:26–27 | Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness, so that they may rule…”

9/9 - Micah 6:8 | He has shown you, O man, what is good. And what does the Lord require of you? To act justly and to
love mercy and to walk humbly with your God.

9/10 - Hebrews 12:1–2 | Let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us, fixing our eyes on Jesus…

9/11 - Proverbs 20:7 | The righteous man walks in his integrity; blessed are his children after him.

9/12 - 2 Samuel 10:12 | Be strong, and let us fight bravely for our people and the cities of our God. The Lord will do what is
good in his sight.

9/13 - Psalm 1:1–3 | Blessed is the one who does not walk in step with the wicked… but whose delight is in the law of the
Lord.

9/14 - Philippians 2:3–4 | Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit. Rather, in humility value others above
yourselves…

9/15 - John 13:14–15 | Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet.

9/16 - Proverbs 27:17 | As iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another.

9/17 - Isaiah 40:31 | But those who hope in the Lord will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles; they will
run and not grow weary, they will walk and not be faint.

9/18 - 1 Timothy 4:7–8 | Train yourself to be godly. For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all
things.
